JIM MALLEY RECEIVES HIGHEST PROFESSIONAL HONOR FROM

STATE ASSOCIATION OF STRUCTURAL ENGINEERS

San Francisco, CA, OCTOBER 2007 – James O. Malley, a San Francisco-based structural engineer whose professional achievements have greatly advanced the seismic safety of commercial buildings, universities and hospitals throughout California, has been named a 2007 FELLOW of the Structural Engineers Association of California (SEAOC).  This honor represents SEAOC’s highest form of recognition and is reserved for those structural engineers who make outstanding contributions to the profession.

In naming Malley for this award, SEAOC cited his contribution to the seismic code development for steel structures following the Northridge Earthquake in 1994.  As the Project Director for Topical Investigations for the SAC Steel Program, Malley was responsible for data collection as well as analytical and testing investigations following the earthquake.  The goal was to determine why so many steel buildings were damaged.  Malley has written more than fifty technical papers on the subject.  

Also cited were his extensive leadership roles.   Malley has served as a member of the Board of Directors and President for both SEAOC and its regional affiliate SEAONC (Structural Engineers Association of Northern California).  He is currently active on the national level, serving as a member of the Board of Directors of the National Council of Structural Engineers Associations.  

Malley’s involvement in professional activities is extensive.  He is a member of the American Institute of Steel Construction (AISC) Specifications Committee and Chair of the AISC Seismic Subcommittee that is responsible for developing seismic provisions that are the basis of the new International Building Code.  He was given this organization’s special achievement award in 2000.  He is also a member of the American Welding Society (AWS) Subcommittee on Seismic Welding Issues and was a member of the steel subcommittee that developed Guidelines for the Seismic Rehabilitation of Buildings, just to name a few.
Malley is a Senior Principal with Degenkolb Engineers of San Francisco, California. He received both his bachelor’s and master’s degrees from the University of California at Berkeley. He has more than 24 years of experience in the seismic design, evaluation and rehabilitation of building structures. He has specialized in the seismic design of steel frame structures, especially for health care facilities.  Malley lives in Moraga, CA, with his wife and two teenage sons.
